Note About Firmware Update
This software release was developed to accompany the latest release of the keyboard and mouse firmware (v1.13). Once you have installed the software, it will prompt you to download and install the new firmware. You can also download and install the firmware manually in the CUE software by going to “SETTINGS > Device” and pressing the “Update Firmware” button for your keyboard or mouse.
Keyboard Connectivity:

· Connecting via USB 3.0:
 Use one connector (the one with the keyboard icon) when connecting via USB 3.0

· Connecting via USB 2.0: Use both connectors when using USB 2.0. Important Note: Plug in the connector with the two arrows icon first, and the connector with the keyboard icon second.
